Concealed Carry Motto
I have my license and on any given day can legally carry a concealed firearm on my person for the defense of myself or others. As a person who carries concealed, I have accepted an enormous responsibility to myself, my family and to my community at large. I bear the responsibility to be aware, at all times, of my surroundings and of myself. I bear the responsibility of being trained and confident in the use of my firearm and to take any and all measures to maintain control of myself and my firearm at all times.

Before I accepted this responsibility, I learned about the laws governing where I may carry or may not carry and under what circumstances I may reveal, draw, or discharge my firearm.  I learned about the consequences of my decisions in discriminating these circumstances. I learned about the possibility of injury to myself and to others in the defense of myself or others to an unexpected attack and the possible criminal charges I could face if my decisions are wrong and my actions are unsafe. I learned the four primary rules of safe firearms handling and have made them a regular part of my daily regimen.  I have made responsible decisions with the selection and care of my equipment to know that they are proper, reliable, and secure in their ability as tools for my use in defending myself or others.

As I accept this responsibility, I understand that I will be expected to maintain a higher standard of behavior than my fellow citizen. I cannot verbally or visually reveal that I have a firearm in a manner that could be considered threatening, intimidating, or otherwise hostile without the existence of a credible threat. I cannot draw my firearm in any manner or discharge my firearm for any reason without the existence of a lethal threat.
As I accept this responsibility, I understand that I cannot allow myself to become involved in an easily avoidable verbal or physical altercation while in possession of my firearm and I am obligated to attempt to leave or defuse a tense situation that may escalate. I must stay in control of myself with a cool head. I cannot give someone a piece of my mind in the parking lot, I cannot belt the person who is talking “smack” about my mother, I cannot go drinking, or get into a fight. I must make every reasonable effort to avoid confrontation whenever possible so that if I should be forced to fight, it is only in “self-defense”. I have to be better than a model citizen; I have to be an exemplary citizen.
As I accept this responsibility, I understand that I can never be complacent as I carry, so as to place an innocent in jeopardy because I am careless. I must make every effort to improve my skill with a firearm and my ability to use it safely.

I accept this responsibility not because I think “guns are cool”, I want to be a hero, or because I am expecting trouble and want to be tough. I am not so shallow.  I accept this responsibility because I firmly believe that the only person that is responsible for my defense is me and I have recognized that the police as honorable and courageous as they may be cannot be everywhere. I accept this responsibility because criminals will do violence for their own purposes respecting no boundaries, no laws, plying their trade anywhere at anytime from slums to gated communities.

I bear this responsibility willingly and with love because I am a citizen of this great nation and I want to protect all it stands for and this desire imposes on me a duty to defend my family, my country, and myself.
