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Ammunition Performance Report
In the last several years I have had many different brands of ammo recommended to use as carry ammo with always great performance claims, I have relied on ammo that I had used and experienced the performance results in live tissue. A couple of years ago two of my mentors, Tom Givens and Jim Higginbotham, suggested I try the Corbon ammo that they carried. Last year I did one of my normal every 6 months ammo replacements in my daily carry gun with Corbon 230 gr. JHP .45 +P. This carry ammo rotation was timed to the beginning of Deer season here in KY and I also planned to hunt with my normal carry pistol, a Kimber BP Ten II .45. 

Early in the season I was presented with a nice doe near my stand at about 25 yards, I am primarily a meat hunter and prefer the more tender meat of a doe.  My first shot entered a little behind her left front shoulder as she was slightly quartering away from me.  The bullet struck a rib on entering the chest and penetrated it easily shedding the jacket on the hollow point round to fragments.  The main mass of the bullet penetrated through the chest striking the opposite shoulder bones breaking them severely and fragmenting significantly.  As the main bullet passed through the chest cavity it penetrated both of the lungs with devastating results and the jacket fragments along with cavitation even did damage to the heart muscle itself.  The deer did run on for 20-30 yards from the point of initial impact of the first bullet but then laid down not really being able to walk or run well with a shattered shoulder.  I slowly got down from my stand and cautiously crept up to within 20 feet or so of her and delivered a final shot to the head to eliminate her pain and suffering.  This second bullet entered the skull just above and between her eyes penetrating the skull easily at that point and exited the rear of the skull well expanded with the desired result.
This year I have had similar results on another deer.  I was trying to hunt with a black powder rifle for the first time, but on a damp, wet day the rifle miss fired and I transitioned to my pistol.  My pistol shot was at 35-40 yards as she was walking to my right.  The bullet entered her chest a little behind the front legs and passed thru-n-thru with good expansion.  She ran only a short distance. On examination, the bullet entered the chest cavity breaking a rib.  It expanded nicely passing thru both lungs.  The cavitation tore muscle for a 6 - 8 inch area inside the chest cavity around the entry wound area and did significant crushing damage to the organs in this large diameter area before exiting the other side chest wall.

  All shots have had excellent penetration, even of boney body cavities with double the diameter bullet expansion.  Many times cavitation has caused as much or more extensive tissue damage to vital organs than the bullet mass itself. Some fragmenting of the bullet has provided multiple wound channels to further add to the internal damage. 

This ammo is my current carry round in my daily carry gun and has been since last years’ deer hunt.  I highly recommend the Corbon JHP +P ammo.  I have yet to be able to obtain the new Corbon DPX in .45 +P from my primary distributor, but look forward to giving it a “field” test as soon as I can.  Till then, I KNOW I have ammo that will perform as needed.
Be alert, stay safe, and hit what you shoot at,
