Hello all!

Just wanted to let you know that effective 7/16/2008 the KY CCDW Laws have been changed to read:

"KRS 237.110 (4) was amended to allow the Kentucky State Police to issue an original or renewal license if the applicant is not a United States citizen but is lawfully admitted to the United States by the United States government and has been a resident of this Commonwealth, or is assigned to a military post in Kentucky, for six months or longer immediately preceding the filing of the application.

If not a citizen of the US, an applicant must provide to the Sheriff's Office when applying for a permit:

Alien registration number (if applicable), passport number, visa number, mother's maiden name, and other information necessary to determine the immigration status and eligibility to purchase a firearm under federal law.  Along with the license application, an applicant who is not a ciizen of the US and has been lawfully admitted to the US, must present his or her US government issued:  Permanent Resident Card or equivalent identification; other US government issued evidence of lawful admission to the US."

Thought this would come as welcome news to any legal U.S. residents that have legally taken the KY CCDW Class in the past and lost the ability to renew their permits when the law changed a few years ago.
